Painting 5: “The Face of 68”
Style: Pablo Picasso (Expressionism and Monumentalism)

Original work by: A.\W.M.

Description:

Five figures — three women and two soldiers — appear against the backdrop of a
ruined city. In the burning sky, the number 68 glows like an omen or a brand of
fate. Colors of ochre, coal, and flame evoke a sense of burning memory. In the

foreground, a child is held close. At the bottom, the initials of the artist: AAW.M.

Meaning:
The number 68 becomes the face of war — pain carried across generations. It is

not a date but a scar imprinted on the soul of humanity.
